Chairman Betlach called for New Business. 



The next Blooming Prairie Ambulance Commission Meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, September 20, 2016, at 5:30 P.M.  

City Administrator Jones informed the Commission that there are two townships that have not made their 2016 monetary support to the Blooming Prairie Ambulance Service.  Commissioner Kremer stated that she would contact the two townships and remind them to make their payment.

City Administrator Jones informed the Commission that former Ambulance Billing Clerk Molland has been working diligently to collect on an outstanding account from July of 2015.  

City Administrator Jones presented a service call from January that the billing company has been unable to collect.  The amount owed is $50.37 and inquired about removing this account from the books.  After discussion, the following action was taken:

Motion authorizing City Administrator Jones to remove the aged outstanding account in the amount of $50.37 from the books was duly carried.


Chairman Betlach called for Miscellaneous Items for Discussion Only.  

City Administrator Jones informed the Commission that he spoke to Ambulance Association President Jeremy Halverson regarding the purchase of new radios.  Whitewater Wireless offers $50.00 off each radio with the purchase of ten radios.  B.P. Public Utilities and the city crew also need new radios so ten radios have been ordered which saved $500.00.     

Chairman Betlach called for the Report of the Blooming Prairie Volunteer Ambulance Association.  

Commissioner Kremer informed the Commission that the two new trainees are almost done with their classes.  They both need to take the final test but they are required to go on service calls before they can take the test.  There have not been very many service calls lately so the school is working with them on this issue.

Commissioner Kremer informed the Commission that the EMT’s recently had training on cutting helmets and knee pads off high school football players.  There was a general discussion by the Commission regarding which EMT’s are assigned to be on standby at the football games.  Commission Kremer stated that there is a sign-up sheet at the garage.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, the following action was taken:
The next Blooming Prairie Ambulance Commission Meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, October 18, 2016, at 5:30 P.M.

Commissioner Kremer informed the Commission that she has forwarded correspondence to the two townships that have not yet made their yearly contributions to the Ambulance Service.

City Administrator Jones informed the Commission that the City Office just received the check from Udolpho Township.

City Administrator Jones informed the Commission that the July 4, 2015 run has finally been collected.  Of the original outstanding bill of $1,069.77 only $382.72 was received.  The remaining balance will be adjusted off the books.

Chairman Betlach called for the Report of the Blooming Prairie Volunteer Ambulance Association.

Commissioner Kremer stated that the Volunteer Ambulance Association Meeting was cut short because the ambulance service was dispatched to a call just after the start of the meeting.  

Commissioner Kremer informed the Commission that the Ambulance Service was called to an accident scene and notice the improper use of a tourniquet by the Steele County Deputies.  The Police are often the first to arrive on the scene so it is important that they have the proper equipment and training to assist the victims until the EMT’s arrive.  The Ambulance Association has agreed to purchase quick clot kits for the Police Department and will also train the officers on how to use the kits.
