Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the new boots and helmets have arrived and it will be approximately five to six weeks for the rest of the gear to be delivered.  

Fire Chief Naatz inquired about having the carpets cleaned in the firemen’s meeting room.  City Administrator Jones stated that after the Summer Reading Program is done at the library then Corey’s Carpet Cleaning will be scheduled to clean the carpets in the meeting room and the community room. 

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that he will be ordering the accountability tags in the near future.  The ambulance service will also be utilizing the accountability tag system when at a fire scene.  There was a general discussion by the Commission regarding the ambulance service and the services they provide at a fire scene.  


Fire Chief Naatz updated the Commission on the No. 1 Pumper’s engine control module.  There was a recall on this engine part so it will need to be reprogrammed.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department has formed a SCBA Committee.  This committee will be looking for grants and/or grant writers to help defray the cost of the SCBA packs, which cost approximately $6,000.00 each.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Steele County Fire Chiefs’ Meeting is not until August 10th so there is no new information to report at this time.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that there were no fire calls since the last Commission Meeting.
