Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that later this month the Fire Department will receive training on how and where to display the new Accountability Tags.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that he has researched the cost of replacing the 1-1/2” hoses with 1-3/4” hoses together with a new drying rack for the hoses.  The Minnesota DNR grant along with donations received at the annual Brat and Corn Feed will cover the cost of these items.

Commissioner Heimerman informed the Commission that he has completed and submitted the grant application for the turn out gear washer.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Blooming Prairie Fire Department
is hosting the Zumbro Valley Mutual Aid meeting, which is scheduled for later this evening.  There will be approximately 15 to 20 people in attendance.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that on October 20, 2016, Arkema will be conducting a mock disaster drill at their facility.  The Police, Fire and Ambulance have been invited to participate.  After the training, Arkema provides a meal and a tour of their facility.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that there were seven (7) fire calls since the last Commission Meeting:
