City Administrator Jones presented the Treasurer’s Report.  After review of the Accounts Payable and Financial Reports presented, the following action was taken:

President Lea called for any additions or corrections to the Agenda as presented.  There were none.

Coordinator Monson updated the Board on his recent business retention visits.  

Coordinator Monson updated the Board on the status of the housing study.  Maxfield Research had requested some additional information which has been compiled and forwarded to them.  

The Board was informed that CEDA will have a draft of the Comprehensive Plan for our review within the next couple of weeks.

Coordinator Monson updated the Board on Skjeveland Enterprises.  Coordinator Monson stated that he recently attended the Dodge County Board Public Hearing regarding the business license for Skjeveland Enterprises.  Coordinator Monson stated that he attended the hearing so he could answer any questions that arose regarding purchase of the two lots in the Industrial Park.

Coordinator Monson informed the Board that he and City Administrator Jones recently met with Wausau Homes of Rochester to discuss their interest in Blooming Prairie.  Information regarding private land owners was provided to them.

Coordinator Monson informed the Board that he was contacted by Rochester Rising to see if the City of Blooming Prairie would be interested in doing a series of articles for their online publication service regarding the Blooming Prairie business community.   Coordinator Monson stated that he and Mayor Peterson plan to meet with Rochester Rising to see if this would be beneficial to Blooming Prairie.  

Coordinator Monson informed the Board that in preparation for the upcoming FmHA Audit, he has made revisions to the existing Business Subsidy Application, a copy of which was provided to the Board for review.  The revised application can be used for all EDA programs including loan applications and demolition grant applications.

Coordinator Monson informed the Board that the FmHA Audit is scheduled for October 12th at 9:30 A.M.  The Board was updated on the preparations that have been done to ensure that we are meeting the USDA Rural Development’s rules and regulations of the FmHA Relending Program.

Coordinator Monson informed the Board that Manufacturer’s Week is October 2nd – October 8th.  Coordinator Monson and the Chamber of Commerce are coordinating the speakers and luncheon scheduled for October 5, 2016.  Coordinator Monson stated that The Chamber of Commerce is once again requesting that the EDA sponsor the meal, which costs approximately $200.00.  Coordinator Monson provided the Board with a sample copy of a Mayor’s Proclamation that can be used to recognize the manufacturers in our community and asked that Mayor Peterson sign the Proclamation at the luncheon. Motion approving payment to the caterer of the Manufacturer’s Luncheon on October 5, 2016, in an amount not to exceed $200.00 was duly carried.  


City Administrator Jones informed the Board that the Blooming Prairie Planning and Zoning Board have called two public hearings set for September 27, 2016.  The first public hearing is to Review and Revise the Zoning Map for the City of Blooming Prairie.  The second public hearing is to execute an Ordinance Opting Out of the Requirements of MN Statute 462.3593 as it relates to temporary family health care dwellings.  

City Administrator Jones informed the Board that the duplex located at 341 Fourth Avenue NE is now scheduled for demolition.  In October of 2013 the EDA approved a $5,000.00 Demolition Grant for this project.

Board Member Peterson informed the Board that he has been working on a solution to the lack of daycare providers in Blooming Prairie and requested assistance in gathering information about the number of children that are currently enrolled in preschool and daycare.  Coordinator Monson stated that he may be able to assist with obtaining this information.
