Chairman Betlach called for New Business.

Commissioner Kremer updated the Commission on the COVID-19 impact on the ambulance service.  The EMT’s have protective covering from head to toe.  There is another shipment of face masks that should be arriving soon.  When they receive a call for service the EMT’s are informed of the patient’s condition so they know what type of personal protection they will need.  The ambulance service has received a lot of donated face masks and shields which is very much appreciated.

The next Blooming Prairie Ambulance Commission Meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, September 15, 2020, at 5:00 P.M.

Chairman Betlach called for Miscellaneous Items for Discussion Only.  

Commissioner Clark inquired about an individual who called for an ambulance and the Hayfield ambulance service responded to the call.  Commissioner Kremer stated that the Blooming Prairie Ambulance Service did not have enough EMT’s to respond to the call.  Most of our EMT’s work during the day and are not available to go on calls during working hours and some EMT’s do not feel comfortable going on calls due to COVID-19.  The Hayfield Ambulance Service is staffed 24 hours per day and readily available to assist when needed.  The Blooming Prairie Ambulance Service has not received any new members lately so we may need to consider switching from a volunteer service to being fully staffed.
Chairman Betlach called for the Report of the Blooming Prairie Volunteer Ambulance Association.    

Commissioner Kremer stated that the Ambulance Association has not held a meeting since March but plans to resume meetings and training in September.
Commissioner Kremer stated that last week the Ellendale and Geneva Fire Departments were in Blooming Prairie assisting on a fire call.  The fire crews from both cities approached the EMT’s at the scene and stated that when we purchase a new ambulance rig that they would be interested in purchasing the rig that is being replaced.  
Chairman Betlach called for the City Administrator’s Report.  
City Administrator Langholz stated that he had nothing to report at this time.
