City Administrator Langholz reviewed with the Commission the Fire Department’s Accounts Payable, Financial, and Accounts Receivable Reports that had been reviewed by the Blooming Prairie Firemen at their Regular Meeting held on August 10, 2020.  After review of the Accounts Payable, Financial, and Accounts Receivable Reports, the Commission took the following action:

Motion approving the Accounts Payable, Financial and Accounts Receivable Reports as presented was duly carried


City Administrator Langholz asked for additions and corrections to the Agenda as presented.  There were none.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that he is still waiting to hear if the Fire Department will receive funding from the 2019 FEMA Grant Application that was submitted back in February.  If awarded with the grant, the funds would be used to purchase a washer, dryer and possibly two lockers. 

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department submitted an application for the Minnesota DNR Volunteer Firefighters Assistance Grant.  If awarded with the grant, the funds would be used towards the purchase of ground monitors.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department has submitted an application for a Minnesota Energy Grant in the amount of $8,245.00.  If awarded with the grant, the funds would be used to purchase an additional thermal imager for the new truck.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the new compressor and fill station have been installed in the Fire Department.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the fit testing, flow testing and maintenance check for the new SCBA packs was completed on August 10, 2020.  

Fire Chief Naatz stated that Arkema had cancelled their annual disaster training exercise due to the COVID 19 outbreak.




Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that there were five (5) fire calls during the month of July:

		Motor Vehicle Accident

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the fire calls for 2020 are down from previous years.  In 2019 the Fire Department had responded to 30 calls from January through June.  In 2020 the Fire Department had only 15 calls from January through June.

Fire Chief Naatz stated that due to the COVID 19 outbreak, the Steele/Rice County Fire Chiefs’ Meetings have been suspended until further notice.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the annual Brat and Corn Feed is scheduled for Saturday, August 29, 2020, from 4:00 P.M. until 7:00 P.M. at the Fire Department.  In order to maintain social distancing, the food will be served differently and no activities have been scheduled for the children.

City Administrator Langholz informed the Commission that the City Council has approved a Long-Term Capital Improvement Plan.  Administrator Langholz stated that he will be working with the Fire Department in the upcoming months to create a capital equipment inventory list along with a schedule of when the equipment is expected to be replaced.
