Due to the Call and Notice thereof, City Administrator Langholz called the Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting to order on August 19, 2020, at 4:00 P.M.  

City Administrator Langholz presented the Minutes of the Regular Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting held on February 19, 2020.  After review, the following action was taken:

Motion approving the Minutes of the Regular Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting held on February 19, 2020, as presented was duly carried.


Chief Skillestad updated the Commission on the calls that the Police Department responded to during the past several months.  A copy of the July call report is attached to and made a part of these Minutes.

City Administrator Langholz informed the Commission that there is a vacant house located on Fourth Avenue N.E. that has been in violation of our nuisance ordinance.  The owner received a citation for the violations and was given ten days to rectify the situation.  The violations had not been corrected during the allotted timeframe so the City Council approved enforcing the citation and authorized the Public Works Department to enter the property and abate the nuisances from the property.  All costs involved with the abatement will be assessed to the owner’s property taxes.

Chief Skillestad updated the Commission on the hiring of Brad Busho as the permanent part-time officer and Brooke Baker as the on call part-time officer.  Officer Busho is scheduled to work 32 hours per week and normally works the overnight shift.  He has been flexible with his schedule and covers other shifts as needed.  Officer Baker fills in when Officer Busho is unavailable.  There are no guaranteed hours for Officer Baker so she has been seeking fulltime employment with other law enforcement agencies.  Both officers have been doing an exceptional job.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Administrator Langholz informed the Commission that Officer Lang’s new squad car has arrived and is fully equipped and in use.  There is no light bar on the vehicle so it is difficult for motorists to identify it as a squad car.  The squad car that Officer Lang had been driving was sold to an individual for $4,000.00.  

City Administrator Langholz informed the Commission that the City Council has approved a long-term Capital Improvement Plan (CIP).  Every department is to prepare an inventory list of their capital equipment along with the estimated longevity of the equipment.  This information will be used to help prepare the budget so funds will be available when the equipment has to be repaired or replaced.
