Motion approving the Building Permits as issued by Building Inspectors Daniel Murphy and Kyle Stanley during period March 1, 2020 – July 31, 2020, as presented was duly carried.


City Administrator Langholz informed the Board that he has been contacted by Minnesota Energy in regards to rebuilding a gas valve.  They would like to have it centrally located and suggested placing it in the southwest corner of Central Park next to the lift station.  Administrator Langholz stated that the gas valve would be in a fenced in area that is approximately 20 feet by 40 feet and would look similar to the gas valve located in the southwest side of town.  Administrator Langholz also discussed the possibility of having it located at Pine Springs Pool behind the row of pine trees.  
The Board discussed the odor that is emitted from the existing gas valve.  After further discussion, it was decided to table the issue and Administrator Langholz will contact Minnesota Energy to discuss the Board’s concerns.

City Administrator Langholz informed the Board that he received a request from an individual who resides at 555 Center Avenue North.  The individual would like to combine his two parcels of land.  The house is located on one parcel and the garage is on a separate parcel.  After review, the following action was taken by the Board:

City Administrator Langholz informed the Board that the City Council is considering an Ordinance that would allow residents to have chickens within city limits.  The ordinance would restrict the number of chickens that would be allowed and would specify how the chickens would be kept so as not to create a nuisance.

City Administrator Langholz informed the Board that the City Council is considering an Ordinance that would allow for temporary food vendors to sell food from their food stand during the summer months.  The vendors would have to apply for a permit that would establish the location, hours of operation, and length of time allowed for vender operations.  

There was a general discussion by the Board regarding the city’s Nuisance Ordinance.  Administrator Langholz stated that the Police Department has been more proactive in notifying people when they are in violation of the nuisance ordinance.

The allotted amount of time that was given to the property owner to clean up the property has passed.  Local contractors have been contacted and were asked to submit a bid for clearing the lot.  Due to potential ground contamination, the contractor would have to follow the MPCA’s guidelines for proper disposal of the debris.
