City Administrator Langholz reviewed with the Commission the Fire Department’s Accounts Payable, Accounts Receivables, and Financial Reports that had been reviewed by the Blooming Prairie Firemen at their Regular Meeting held on September 14, 2020. City Administrator Langholz asked for additions and corrections to the Agenda as presented.  There were none.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department did not receive funding from the Minnesota DNR Volunteer Fire Assistance Grant.  The grant was for $5,428.00 and would have been used towards the purchase of a ground monitor.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department did receive a grant from Minnesota Energy in the amount of $2,000.00 which will go towards the purchase of a thermal imager for the new fire truck.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department has submitted a grant application to the MN State Fire Marshall Extractor Grant.  This grant is basically the same as the FEMA 2019 Extractor Grant for a washer/dryer/extractor.  FEMA has started sending out award letters but we have not heard if our application has been approved or denied.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that the Fire Department has submitted a grant application to the MNFTE Grant FY21.  The grant is for $5,600.00 and the funds would be used for training.

Fire Chief Naatz informed the Commission that there were five (5) fire calls since the last Commission Meeting:

Fire Chief Naatz updated the Commission on the annual Corn and Brat Feed that was held on Saturday, August 29, 2020.  There were approximately 570 people throughout the evening and an additional 30 carry out meals.  

Fire Chief Naatz informed City Administrator Langholz that he would like to receive copies of all Fire Department invoices when they come in so he can have time to review them and make necessary changes before the checks are issued.
