Due to the Call and Notice thereof, City Administrator Langholz called the Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting to order on September 16, 2020, at 4:00 P.M.  

City Administrator Langholz presented the Minutes of the Regular Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting held on August 19, 2020.  After review, the following action was taken:

Motion approving the Minutes of the Regular Blooming Prairie Police Commission Meeting held on August 19, 2020, as presented was duly carried.


Chief Skillestad reviewed with the Commission the calls for service that the Police Department received during the month of August.  A copy of the calls for service list is attached to and made a part of these Minutes.

Chief Skillestad informed the Commission that the part-time officer, Brooke Baker, has accepted a fulltime position with the Rochester Police Department.  Officer Baker has stated that she would like to retain her part-time position with the Blooming Prairie Police Department but would have to request a six to nine month leave of absence.  The Rochester Police Department does not allow their officers to have other employment during their Field Training Officer (FTO) period.  The Commission discussed the availability of the other part-time officers.  After further discussion, the Commission agreed to allow the six to nine month leave of absence for Officer Baker but she would have to return the department issued badge and firearm until the requested leave is over.  

Commissioner Gimbel inquired about the City’s Ordinance that pertains to pet owners cleaning up after their pet.  There have been numerous people who have stepped in dog feces while walking on the sidewalk at the elementary school.  Chief Skillestad inquired about the school having surveillance cameras outside then he could view the video footage and identify the dog or its owner.  City Administrator Langholz stated that he would talk to the Public Works Director and have more doggy bag stations available for the public to use.
